One of
the things that really interested me about him is how in many of his photographs he
mixes his illustrations and real-life objects such as fruits to add onto them and get
creative with them.

Sunday Sketches is a collection of work by him that | think will really inspire me in the
creation of my puppet. In his words, “When | work on my Sunday Sketches, it’s never
about a sudden inspired spark. | pick a random object, and then | just stare at it. | look
at it from different angles, play with the light (usually just by moving my desk lamp). And



| try to open my mind as wide as possible, to see if a peculiar angle reminds me of a
familiar shape.

Often this yields... nothing.

And when it does, | doubt it’s because | have a special gift at making these visual
connections. It’s because sometimes | have the stamina to keep on staring, when a
saner person would do the reasonable thing and get on with their life instead.”. His
carefree and creative approach to handling objects and how they come together with
his drawings is something that | could be very inspired by in my own work. Such as it
could blend many materials in one and mix the form of reality and fiction, almost like a
transformation in my puppet. | could use actual feathers to show the transformation
into a bird and really experiment with my work in that way.
